Celtic Haven also has
private access to Lydstep Beach, which is just a few minutes walk from the
cottages.

Celtic Haven has 26 cottages, which sleep between two and 12 people, and is
located on the coastline near Tenby. Guests have free access to the resort’s
headland golf course, indoor swimming pool, sauna, hot tub and fitness centre.
